Absentee Labels and Extract in Primary
Absentee voters can be selected in three ways, All Ballots, Requested Ballots and All Labels. The difference in these is which voters are put into the list. All Labels is all voters that have an order covering the current election. The All Ballots and Requested Ballots are more complicated and produce a record in the following way. Blanks cells do not have an extract record or label created.
As you can see the difference in the two is with those who are unaffiliated. The plus sign means that an affiliation form must be sent.
